“For everything there is a season, and a time for every matter under
heaven...” Ecclesiastes 3:1

A new year brings with it a lot of talk about beginnings and endings.
We mark the end of one chronological year and start the beginning of another.
So often beginnings and endings bring a multitude of emotion—joy, anguish,
and everything in between. As defined as beginnings and endings can be, when
transitions arise, we are most often still grappling for a sense of stability and
peace.

It is well known that Martin Luther spent much of his life mired in des-
pair. In circumstances where he could not see any light, the story is shared that
he would simply make the sign of the cross on his forehead to physically remind
himself that he was baptized, and that his days were in God’s hands.

During the month of January, we celebrate the baptism of our Lord, but
we also celebrate our own baptisms and we renew our commitment to living
Gospel-filled lives. Does that mean that each day will bring with it only good?
No. But it does mean that we are free to trust in the abundant and eternal future
that God has promised. In the third chapter of Ecclesiastes, we are reminded
Ere is% finde 4nd a Season for everything.

€ T 2AY we find ourselves more intentionally thinking about endings and be-
ginnings, I am reminded of a poem that has been shared with me at transitional
moments in my life. I invite you to rest in God’s grace as you also reflect on the
words of Pierre Teilhard de Chardin in his poem, “Patient Trust”:
“Above all, trust in the slow work of God.
We are quite naturally impatient in everything to reach the end without delay.
We should like to skip the intermediate stages.

We are impatient of being on the way to something unknown, something new.
And yet it is the law of progress that is made by passing through some states of
instability—and that it may take a very long time.

And so I think it is with you. Your ideas mature gradually—Ilet them grow, let
them shape themselves, without undue haste.

Don’t try to force them on, as though you could be today what time (that is to
say, grace and circumstances acting on your own good will) will make of you
tomorrow.

Only God could say what this new spirit gradually forming within you will be.
Give our Lord the benefit of believing that his hand is leading you, and accept
the anxiety of feeling yourself in suspense and incomplete.”

May you know the deep and enduring peace of Christ today and always.
